Supplementary Regulations 
1.
Authority
The event will be conducted under the International Sporting Code of the Federation Internationale de L’ Automobile (FIA), the National Competition Rules (NCR’s) of the Confederation of Australian Motor Sport Ltd (CAMS), the National Motorkhana Code, the Passenger In Vehicle Guidelines, these Supplementary Regulations and any Further Regulations or instructions issued by the Organisers. CAMS Permit number is CAMS PERMIT #410/2706/08
This Event will be conducted under and in accordance with CAMS OH&S and Risk Management Policies, which can be found on the CAMS website at www.cams.com.au Insurance for this event will be provided in accordance with Appendix I of the current CAMS Manual.

2.
Promoters and Organisers
The event will be promoted and organised by the Douglas Shire Motor Sport Association Inc. PO Box 1331 Mossman 4873 and their associated entity MotorsportsMossman.com. The organising committee shall be Shane North, Bob Errey and Tony Fox.

3.
Officials
Clerk/s of Course:  Shane North & Bob Errey.

4.
Event Details
The event will be a Club Khanacross, and Junior Motorkhana for 12 to17 year olds and will be held at the Reef and Rainforest Track, North Mossman. 

5.
Driver Eligibility
The minimum licence required by competitors is a Level 2 Non Speed licence. (L2NS or L2NSJ) 14 –17yo (incl.) drivers must have competed in at least one Junior Motorkhana before being permitted to compete in the Khanacross.

6.
Apparel
All competitors and passengers must wear a safety helmet to AS1698 standards, suitable neck to wrist and ankle clothing, and covered shoes.

7.
Vehicle Eligibility
All vehicles must comply with CAMS Group 4H and Section 6, Schedule A of the NCRs. All vehicles defined as a special by group 4H must be fitted with a roll over protection structure complying with Schedule J. Vehicles must comply with noise restrictions, and with fuel complying with Schedule G of the current CAMS Manual.
Vehicles may have passenger and rear seats, interior trim, and lighting removed.

8.
Entries
Entries for the Junior Motorkhana open at 7.30 AM on 26/06/2010. Entries close prior to the commencement of the event and at the end of the Scrutineering time allocated below. Any entry must be made on the official entry form with all relevant details completed. Late entries will be accepted at the discretion of the Clerk of Course.
Entry Fee:  Free.

Entries for the Khanacross open at 11.00 AM on 26/06/2010. Entries close prior to the commencement of the event and at the end of the Scrutineering time allocated below. Any entry must be made on the official entry form with all relevant details completed. Late entries will be accepted at the discretion of the Clerk of Course.
Entry Fee: Prenomination  $60, On the day $70, Juniors  $20, On the day $30

Documents to be presented at entry include a current competition licence, current CAMS affiliation membership card, and a CAMS vehicle log book (if issued).
The maximum number of entries for the event that will be accepted will be 15 for Junior Motorkhana and 35 for Khanacross, Total 50, and will be selected by order of receipt.
Event Organisers reserve the right to refuse entry in accordance with NCR 83 of the current CAMS Manual.

9.
Scrutiny
Scrutiny for the Junior Motorkhana will commence at the venue from 7.30am to 8.15am on 26/05/10. 
Scrutiny for the Khanacross will commence at the venue from 11.00am to 12pm on 26/05/10.

10.
Drivers Briefing
There will be a compulsory drivers briefing for the Junior Motorkhana at the venue at 8.15am on the 26/06/10. The event will start at 8.30am and run through until approx. 11.30am. 
There will be a compulsory drivers briefing for the Khanacross at the venue at 12.15pm on the 26/06/10. The event will start at 12.30pm and run through until approx. 4.30pm. It will restart at 8.00am on 26/06/10 and finish at approx. 3.30pm.
Drivers order will be decided by names drawn from hat in order as drawn, and reversed for 2nd day of competition.
11.
Results
Results shall be decided at the discretion and direction of the Clerk of The Course based on the total of elapsed times of the courses completed, plus any penalties. The winner shall be the driver having the lowest total, including penalties, at the completion of the event.
12.
Timekeeping
Timekeepers will be appointed at the discretion and decision of the Clerk of The Course. A competitor may not act as a timekeeper.
13.
Re-runs
Re-runs are not permitted, except in the event of a Force Majeure.

14.
Convoy Run
A convoy run will be conducted at the start of each day’s competition. A map of each course will be made available to each competitor before any course changes.

15.
Club Car
Club cars are provided by the organisers and promoters for competitor use. Cost $20 per day Adults in Khanacross, $10 per day Juniors in Khanacross. $10 during running of event if needed due to own car failure. Club Cars are free for Junior Motorkhana.
16.
Penalties
Penalties shall be awarded as follows:
(i)
Wrong Direction, any procedure other than that specified as the correct procedure for completing that course - Slowest time plus five (5) seconds (or fastest time x 2 whichever is the quickest.)
(ii)
Failure to complete a course - Slowest time plus five (5) seconds (or fastest time x 2 whichever is the quickest.)
(iii)
Striking a course marker or flag (excluding garage boundary marker or flag) - Plus five (5) seconds per flag/marker
(iv)
Reversing after crossing the designated finish line - Slowest time plus five (5) seconds (or fastest time x 2 whichever is the quickest.)

(v)
Failing to stop completely in the garage at the finish of a course - Plus ten (10) seconds plus any markers or flags

(vi)
Finishing a course with part of the car outside the garage boundaries - Plus ten (10) seconds plus any markers or flags

(vii)
Striking a garage marker or flag - Plus ten (10) seconds per flag/marker.

17.
Car Changes
Drivers are permitted to change cars during an event, due to a mishap or mechanical failure only. That vehicle must then be used for the remainder of the competition except in the event of a Force Majeure. Overall results remain unaffected but class points are only applicable providing 75% or more of runs have been completed in the event starting car.
18.
Car Repairs
If a car suffers a mechanical failure drivers may make repairs. Drivers order may be changed in this circumstance but if not able to compete in a round it will be shown as a DNS (did not start) for that round and a DNF result for the event, but can continue to compete.
19.
Pits
All mechanical repairs, refuelling, and associated tasks must be undertaken in the designated pits area only. Only competitors and officials are permitted in the pits area unless at the express permission of the Clerk of The Course.
20.
Passengers
Passengers are permitted at the discretion and decision of the Clerk of The Course for all Junior Motorkhana drivers. Passengers are only permitted in cars driven by 14-17yo drivers in Khanacross as an instructor. All passengers for both must be at minimum 18yo with a Full Civil Drivers Licence and minimum L2NS CAMS Licence, plus wear a crash helmet and clothing as per all drivers. 
Passengers are forbidden from using any vehicle controls to aid the driver, except in the event of an emergency, and use of any vehicle controls by any passenger will see disqualification of the driver from the event.
All passengers must sign the “passengers in vehicle” disclaimer form.
21.
Classes
The Four Individual Khanacross Classes Are: Under 1600cc, 1600cc - 2lt., Over 2lt., & 4WD / Turbos / Specials including supplementary classes of Ladies & Juniors. Only one class of Juniors is applicable for Junior Motorkhana.

22.
Prizes/Trophies/Points
Prizes/Trophies will be awarded for 1st, 2nd, & 3rd places overall and respective places in classes with points awarded as outlined via www.motorsportsmossman.com/2010ClubChampionship
23.
General 
Event Organisers reserve the right to cancel, postpone or abandon the event in accordance with NCR 59 of the Current CAMS Manual.
Protests must be lodged in accordance with Part XII of the current CAMS Manual subject to any appeal or protest lodging not interfering with the application of the NCR’s or these Supplementary Regulations.
24.
Anti Doping Policy
During any event, consumption of alcoholic beverages in the paddock, pits or any other portion of the competition venue under the control of the officials is expressly forbidden until all practice or competition activity is concluded for each day.  Any driver or crew member who is found to be affected by alcohol on the day of the event or practice therefore shall not be permitted to participate.  Refer NCR 145A of the Current CAMS Manual. In addition, the persons concerned will be subject to the Articles of the Standard Operating Procedure for Alcohol Testing and CAMS Anti-Doping Policy. Competitors, crews or officials may be randomly tested for alcohol by a CAMS Accredited Testing Official (CATO) or other drugs at any time during the event(s). 
The CAMS Anti Doping Policy, as appears in the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport and as amended from time to time, is recognised as an integral component of the NCR and is duly authorised as such.
In any areas where the National Competition Rules and the CAMS Anti Doping Policy conflict, the CAMS Anti Doping Policy will take precedence. 
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
